Please find detailed below information relating to this year’s BUSA Rowing Championship to be held at Holme Pierrepont, Nottingham on Saturday and Sunday 27 -28 April 2002. Competition at Championship, "Junior" and Novice levels will be offered.

Championship
Open to any one crew per institution. There are lightweight races in this year's Championships.  These are the single, pair and double for both men and women.  The maximum weight for BUSA lightweights will be as per ARA rules (men 72.5kg and women 59kg) but there NO crew average weight requirement.

Lightweights shall be entitled to weigh in from an hour before THE FIRST RACE OF THE REGATTA EACH DAY (NOT THEIR FIRST RACE), to enable safer doubling up in other events, but will need separate certification for each day.

CERTIFICATION SLIPS WILL BE CHECKED ON BOATING FOR LIGHTWEIGHT RACES

Junior Championship
Open to crews of a university entering AND RACING a similar boat category in the Championship.  There will be a maximum of 3 crews per institution in the Junior Championships with only 2 of these being guaranteed.  The 3rd boat will be accepted only once all entries have been received and no additional races are required within the draw to accommodate these crews.

Novice Championship
Open to any crews composed entirely of Novices, as defined by ARA status. Ther si no requirement to have a similar boat type Championship entry in order to enter a novice boat.  There will be a maximum of 3 crews per institution in the Novice Championships with only 2 of these being guaranteed.  The 3rd boat will be accepted only once all entries have been received and no additional races are required within the draw to accommodate these crews.

No crew or competitor may enter at different levels in the same boat type.  Qualifying dates are deemed to be set as of 16 April 2002.

Where possible the draw will accommodate `doubling up’, but no competitor may enter more than two events each day.  Any doubling or equipment sharing should be clearly indicated on the entry form, but unfortunately cannot be guaranteed and is entirely at the competitor’s risk. The race programme will accommodate "as best" these requests, but no alterations will be made to allow for any resultant problems. Also the following rules will apply with regard to doubling up:

A) No athlete may compete in the same boat type in two different status events e.g. WC2- and WJ2-, MJ4+ and MN4+

B) Additionally, no athlete who competes in C4- shall compete in any other 4+ event at the Regatta but they can compete in the quad.

NOTE:
Entries are invited from single institutions only.  

Composite crews are NOT eligible and will not be accepted.

Entry fees
